These have been updated by Ian Macmillan to lower the height of the coaches, so that they match the Mk2 coaches better, also to fix the problem with the buffers no showing.  The .wag files are the same, so no problems will occur in MSTS, with your current consists that you may have.

These are MK.3a coaches in Virgin Trains Livery.  As they are the loco hauled version they have certain difference from the standard HST Mk.3’s.  One of the main noticeable differences are the fact that they have buffers.  These have been added as freight animation by Ian Macmillan.  The texture was originally a photo real side of a Ex Virgin Mk.3 coach at Sheffield station.  It has since then had logo added again, with thanks to lucazone for the side on photo.

Installation & Important Information!

Would be the Virgin Loco Hauled Trailer First, G coach.  This would most likely sit behind the power car, which would be either a Class 87 or Class 90.  The rest of the lettering is like so:
