This is a collection of 2 LMR Type14 design signal boxes. The models are Toton Centre, opened in 1949 and equipped with a 75 lever L.M standard frame and closed in 1969 in connection with the opening of Trent P.S.B, and Carlisle No5 opened sometime in the early 50’s and closed in 1973 with the opening of Carlisle PSB.
 The LM T14 came about due to a dispute between the Regional Architect and the Signal Departments of the L.M.R. The architects argued that as the signal department were not qualified architects then they should not be designing and building signal boxes, the architects won the day and any brick built boxes built between 1948 and 1954 were built to the LM T14 design, timber design boxes were still built by the Signal Department to LMS T11c. The architects naturaly preferred brick structures with flat reinforced concrete roofs, each box was an individual design and so there were detail differences between each LM T14 built, mostly styles of windows used and canopy size.

My overall aim is to produce lineside items from the 60’s and 70’s ie Power Boxes, Signal boxes, Relay Rooms and Yard buildings.
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
