Install Instructions
Open the Train Simulator “Utilities.exe” program located in:

“_\STEAM\SteamApps\common\railworks”

And select “Package Manager” from the tab listing across the top. Then select “Install” and then select the location of where you unzipped this route. Please remember to install the extra content RWPs located in the subfolders.
Custom splash screen (v2):

If you’re wondering why there’s a “loading_TruroFalmouth.TgPcDx” file, this is a new splash screen to overwrite the default Falmouth Branch splash screen to change it to something a bit less…formal. If you wish to keep the original, simply copy the original file into a safe location (such as my documents) before overwriting the file.
All you need to do is copy it to the following directory and copy it over the current file…

What’s new in this version?

> Masbury:
> Goods up loop line removed and railway-related scenery adjusted
> Western throat adjusted for smoother transition.
> Single slip on the platform 3 to freight down road removed.

> WR and SR region (“Cole”) junction relaid for a double-track junction & signalling adjusted.
> Adjusted track alignment and corrected missing speed limits between Cole and Truro. 
> Adjusted/added speed limits on Midford branch.
> Adjusted track layout around Midford mine. 
> Scenarios adjusted to work with the new track adjustments
Issues to be fixed/ included in the next build:
> Some of the signalling around Masbury doesn’t function correctly and needs investigation.
> Scenery adjustments/ additions to be made to current track work

> Extension to running lines to the north east towards ‘London’
> Updates and additions to the current scenarios.
> scenery additions

I am not, nor claim to be, an expert in signalling, track diagrams or full BR/Grouping practice so the track plan and signalling on this route is a 'best guess' based on a mixture of what I have seen from books, other routes and general knowledge picked up over the years.
