A Scenario for the Deltic on the Newcastle to York route.





By the turn of 1980 all the major ex-Deltic turns had been taken over by the then new High Speed Train (HST), as a result the Class 55 started to appear on many services which some may consider secondary. One of these services was the Newcastle - York- Leeds- Manchester and Liverpool route, the TransPennine. By this time the entire class had been allocated to York, where they remained until their withdrawal in 1982.





Today's run features one of those workings which regularily had Deltic 55 haulage, the 17.05 from Liverpool Lime Street to Newcastle. You will take over just 1.0m South of Darlington after briefly having being checked by signals due to the Northbound Paignton to Newcastle Peak hauled train calling at Darlington prior to your arrival. A Dmu service to Middlesborough is waiting to depart so make your move soon.





It should be possible to arrive at Newcastle just before the Peak service, just mind those signals, and you will arrive at the next platform to it.





Revision 2 Notes





During a test run with the new AP Class 55 Sound Pack pro (recommended), we noticed a few areas on this scenario which deserved a little bit more attention. 


As a result this moderate sized upgrade has been made. It includes a new starting position and better interactions at a number of locations, plus a changed Newcastle station arrival. Tyne yard is quite a lot busier as well. Correct livery also applied to the HST sets for the year, as well as a couple of incorrect Class 47s replaced.
