1988 - From the Tyne to the Mersey.





Now adapted to represent 1988 in our Best regards year by year series, and having a considerable amount of upgrading to the original scenario, which is now withdrawn.


During the eighties a very big variety of motive power had been used on the various TransPennine routes. Although the Class 31 dominated the Hull services, the main Newcastle services normally had Class 4 power as the trains were much heavier. However it was not unknown for the Class 31 to take the odd turn, mainly at this end due to failure or unavailability of the rostered loco at Gateshead. 


It was also normal for them to run late when that happened due to the heavy loads and often as a result of losing their paths.


Today you take one of those workings, your Class 47 has been declared a failure at Gateshead MPD, as a result you have been allocated this railfreight livery 31219. 


Good job it's a warm day as you have no ETH either. Pull into Newcastle as soon as you can, departure is then at 14.05 leaving just after a London HST. Take it as far as York, and run as fast as you can to see if you can keep to the schedule..





Just a quick note, the class 150 has been selected to represent all the Sprinters. These should swap out easily enough with RW_Tools, if you prefer the Class 156 instead. 


Likewise, if you do not have the RSC Class 37, you can swap it for the standard one, although the numbers and liveries may no longer be correct. Also all the 101 Dmu workings used in the original scenario have now been replaced by either Sprinters or Pacers so again these should swap easily enough if you prefer (and already have) the heritage Class 101 Dmu.


This new version also has a new Id# number, so no need to uninstall the previous one.
