Just a small note, the second signal will stay red until you approach it, so don't slam your brakes on just yet! It will change to let you pass at the last moment.


Additionally the signal away from Taunton may not change due to the closeness of the train in front, a known limitation of this simulator. If that still does happen then you can simply request permission to pass it at danger, ie press the TAB key on your keyboard.
