The Sprinter Seasons (Winter)





One of a series of four scenarios. All are set in the early 90s, based on using four different routes, each one during a specific season, and also featuring a different Sprinter type unit to drive.





Although most people will be familar with most of the main line destinations served from London Paddington, it would be easy to forget the series of small branches on the line out through West London and then onwards towards Reading. 


This scenario features the Class 153 on a ficticiously through service from Bourne End to London on a snowy afternoon. Reminiscent of the early 'Bubblecars' perhaps?





The Bourne End branch is served by a short spur from Maidenhead and actually goes on to Marlow. Although it can be very busy during rush hours, during the day a Class 153 is usually sufficient, normally only as far as Maidenhead and formed of a single car. 


Today you get two as this service, rather unusually, will be running all the way through to Paddington instead of making the empty stock return ready for the rush-hour, working in place of a cancelled stopping service from Maidenhead.
