1964 - A Canadian in Newcastle 





Set during the final year of British Railways in 1964 and just before the more 'modern'  British Rail Identity launch which commenced from January 1975 until the 1990s. 


Steam still held sway on many mainline services, as well as on a number of freight, local and semi-fast trains. In the North East area most of the faster trains had already converted to diesel traction, and Gateshead depot was about to lose it's coal stage. Tyne Yard had just been commissioned as a then state of the art modern yard as well. However there was still plenty of steam to be seen, in particular around  the York and Darlington areas and on a lot of the heavy freights in particular, even those through Tyne Yard, despite the modern concept of the marshalling yard. 


You will however be driving one of the fast diesel services today, an inter-regional train, the Bristol to Newcastle, which today has the Class 40 up front having replaced the earlier WR loco from Birmingham Northwards and then via Sheffield and Leeds.





Although not prototypical, this scenario attempts to recreate as many of the aspects of the era within the RW constraints of the stock and route available. Any of those who are lucky enough to remember those days may well recognise the odd regular engine, a check for any locally shedded locomotives has been made, and used accordingly. 


Some compromises have had to been made regarding the classes of engine used (yes we know the N2s were all withdrawn by then but it’s a nice loco), and the additional usage of a number of Woodhead assets helps to add a little more of the correct period atmosphere. We have tried to keep the asset count down to as minimal as we could, nethertheless this scenario does require a large amount of payware, and also a fairly powerful modern computer. Saving often is also advised, we suggest one just before Tyne yard...
