1971 A Strange Push-Pull Combo





During the first year or so of the new high speed PushPull service it was not unusual for either of the Class 27s to be substituted by other suitable locos. A number of the Class 25s were used on a regular basis, and just occasionally a Dual Brake Class 37. 


This scenario was inspired by the photo showing the combination used today. Unfortunately the exact time working was not recorded, but the shadows suggest around the time used here.You start at your platform at Waverley, open your doors and be ready to leave at 09.30. Two stops en-route only, at Haymarket and Falkirk High. You should take 45mins for the run to Glasgow Queen Street, and will have to make it a 'nifty' run to arrive on time.


Note that due to limitations with the RW numbering system, that to show the correct 'D' prefix we have used many green locomotives where in all probability some would by then have been blue liveried. 


However in 1971 there were still plenty of green locos around!
