Who would have thought that when Dr Beeching closed the line to Stranraer via Newton Stewart and the branch line to the refinery and port at Kirkcudbright that, following being mothballed it would then reopen some 20 years later to deal with the increased flow of Scottish oil through the local ports and a thriving local economy to boot. 


In 1986 a decision was made to also provide a basic passenger train service as the newly built Class 142 Pacers were considered perfect for this kind of lighter route.


Wonder if the passengers would have agreed though?





The hypothetical service has regular Pacer diagrams from Dumfries via Castle Douglas to Stranraer or Kirkcudbright. There are also a small number of express and semifast trains as well both to and from Stranraer Harbour, and also between one or two selected points further away including Carlisle, Kilmarnock, and Glasgow.


A fictitious 1986 scenario based on the same storyline, either to or from Carlisle, which will feature all diesel services is planned in the near future if there is sufficient interest.
