Beating Beeching's Axe Part 2 (WLOS Edition)





A fictitious look at what might have been on part of the Western Lines of Scotland.





Based on our earlier 'Port Road' scenario with same name and storyline, but completely rewritten as a standard scenario for the superb new WLOS route.





Who would have thought that when Dr Beeching closed the line to Stranraer via Newton Stewart and the branch line to the refinery and port at Kirkcudbright that, following being mothballed it would then reopen some 20 years later to deal with the increased amount of Scottish oil brought through local ports and also with the thriving local economy to boot. 


In 1986 a decision was made to also provide a basic passenger train service as the newly built Class 142 Pacers were considered perfect for this kind of lighter route.


Wonder if the passengers would have agreed with that though?





The hypothetical service has regular Pacer diagrams from Dumfries via Castle Douglas to Stranraer or Kirkcudbright. There are also a small number of express and semifast trains as well both to and from Stranraer Harbour, and also between one or two selected points further away including Carlisle, Kilmarnock, and Glasgow. 


This second scenario of a set sees you again in 1986 working the last Pacer service of the day to Newton Stewart on a hot and sultry late Summer evening. As the cleaner has only just finished cleaning your unit you will have to insert your master key, start up, then just pull your train forward to the platform end where the passengers will be waiting to board. As this train is a connection for all local stations to Newton Stewart from the slightly late Stranraer express to your right you will be a couple of minutes later for your right away. Request stops are represented by no timetabled times being shown. Don't be dawdling! Do NOT depart Castle Douglas before your booked time!





A fictitious 1986 scenario based on the same storyline, to or from Carlisle, which will feature a mainline diesel service is planned in the future if there is sufficient interest.
